Designer Yael Lurie and tapestry weaver Jean Pierre Larochette have
collaborated on work for over four decades and across three
continents. Based in Berkeley, California, since 1972, they have
exhibited and held workshops internationally.

Yael Lurie was born in Kibbutz Givath -Brenner, Israel, the daughter of
Jacob Lurie, a painter and teacher. After apprenticing with her father
she studied with Jacob Wexler and at Leshem Mosaic Workshop.

Jean Pierre Larochette was born in Buenos Aires, Argentina, the son of
Armand Larochette, a third generation French Aubusson tapestry

weaver. Jean Pierre apprenticed at his fatherds workshop
64 studied and worked under the direction of internationally known
French tapestry artist Jean Lurcat. He was co -founder and director of

the San Francisco Tapestry Workshop and teacher at the San
Francisco State University textile program in the 1970s and 80s.

They have completed numerous commissions for temples and have
works in public and private collections through out the United States, Yael Lurie & Jean Pierre Larochette
Mexico, Brazil and Argentina.

After experimenting with various structures for several years, | found my home in the ancient technique of
doubleweave pick -up. In doubleweave two layers of cloth are woven simultaneously, one above the other on
the loom. Through the exacting process of hand pick -up, | exchange threads between the two layers,
building original designs onto the underlying grid. By blending numerous colors together in both my warp

and weft and playing one layer against the other, | am able to create a nearly limitless range of subtle color
gradations. Over the years | have developed new methods of setting up and weaving doubleweave that |

feel make it more accessible and easier to weave.. | travel extensively to teach these techniques and have
recently written the book The Weaverés St udi ppublishen bybrteemeayeaPRress.

Whil e exploring relationships between weaving and music f
learned about the field known as sacred geometry, and have been studying its principles and incorporating

them into my design process ever since. There are patterns and proportions that can be found in nature and

music at many different levels that have been used by artists and architects for thousands of years. They

have been used by cultures throughout the world in the form of the golden proportion, symmetry patterns,

tessellations and fractals. | explore these ideas in my doubleweave wallpieces and give workshops in which |
